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Tonight’s recital by University of Kent Music Scholars represents nothing 

less than the triumph of hope over adversity. Finally, after over a year 

since Colyer-Fergusson Hall closed its doors on March 23rd 2020 in 

response to the pandemic, when extra-curricular music-making at the 

University fell silent for the longest time since the University was founded 

– tonight, a small selection of our Music Scholars fills the Cathedral Quire 

with live music. 

The students performing tonight represent the resilient strength of 

university students throughout the community at Kent, who, alongside 

finding themselves required to fulfil the expectations of their academic 

studies in new, challenging ways, have also continued to work musically 

– instrumental and singing lessons have continued online throughout 

lockdown, with students and teachers working from their homes, grappling 

with technology and often unpredictable internet connections, being 

confined to their homes, fitting their practice and their academic work into 

spaces shared with family or housemates. As this concert demonstrates, 

students at Kent have forged ahead with a will to ‘make it work,’ and not 

to allow the severe restrictions imposed by the pandemic to prevent them 

continuing to enrich their lives both musically and academically. 

The Music department is hugely grateful to all the Music Scholars and 

Music Award Holders, to the students, teachers, staff, and technicians 

who have continued to work tirelessly over the past fifteen months to make 

extra-curricular music at Kent work; through the Scholars’ Spotlight series 

of filmed recitals in Colyer-Fergusson Hall, to those socially-distanced 

rehearsals we were able to squeeze into the Autumn term in between 

changing lockdown restrictions; online rehearsals delivered over 

entertainingly erratic wifi; live webshows; performances filmed by the 

students themselves in dining-rooms, hallways, bedrooms and gardens. 

The efforts that all have made typify the community across the entire 

University – working together, adapting, and going above and beyond; to 

make it work. As this evening’s music lifts above our heads and rises into 

the recesses of the roof of this great Cathedral, it takes the aspirations of 

the musical life of the University with it; forever reaching upwards, striving 

to attain new heights, and committed to finding a way forward into a 

brighter future.
